	 FOCUS 
	Addresses the topic clearly and effectively explains all aspects of the topic.  Well written conclusion.  
	Addresses the topic clearly, but explains some aspects more effectively than others.  Conclusion present.  
	Addresses the topic, but may not fully address some aspects of the condition.  Conclusion vague
	Addresses the general topic but distorts or neglects aspects of condition. No conclusion.  
	Indicates confusion about the specific topic or neglects important aspects of condition.

	DEFINED
	Specifically defines the condition in detail, and includes a brief explanation.  A concise thesis or focus is present
	Clearly defines condition, but not very specific.  Thesis or focus present.  

	Defines basic components of condition, but lacks clarity.   
	Briefly defines the condition.  
	Condition is defined incorrectly or not at all.

	SYSTEM 
	Provides a thorough explanation of function of system(s) and specifically relates to the symptoms of the condition. 
	Provides an explanation of system’s function, and briefly states how this relates to the symptoms of the condition.  
	States the system effected but does not provide adequate detail of the system’s function and organs effected  
	States system effected, but does not discuss function of the system 
	Only mentions organs effected by condition

	SXS
	Defines and explains major and minor symptoms in detail
	Defines numerous symptoms  
	States symptoms, but provides minimal information for each.   
	Lists symptoms in the text.  No explanation provided.  
	Mentions only 1 to 2 symptoms 

	CAUSE
	Provides detailed explanation of various causes or theories, and relates to symptoms; discusses predispositions in depth
	States possible causes, and explains the basis of each; explains predispositions.  
	States possible cause(s) but lacks explanation; mentions predispositions.
	States only 1 cause, without explanation. OR mentions who is most commonly effected
	States 1 possible cause OR predisposition.

	STATIS
	Excellent use of relevant and recent statistics incorporated throughout paper and organized effectively
	Recent statistics present, and used throughout paper; many are organized well.  
	Statistics present, but only some are appropriately placed.  
	Statistics present, but most if not all are located in one location in paper
	States few if any statistics and not used effectively or accordingly.

	TXS
	Explains a variety of treatments and discusses effectiveness. States what each treatment does to decrease symptoms.  
	Discusses many treatments and provides details about how the treatments work 
	Briefly describes treatments. Explains a few. Lacks discussion on how they work.
	Lists treatments but only briefly describes a few.
	States types of treatment but provides no details

	STYLE
	Has an effective, style marked by varied sentence structure and consistently uses multiples sources as well as direct quotes and paraphrased info
	Displays some sentence variety of direct quotes and paraphrased info.  At times incorporates multiple sources in same paragraph.
	Has adequate use of quotes and paraphrased info. Little if any variation in resources used throughout paper.
	Contains too many or too few direct quotes. Has no variation in sources used in various areas of paper. 
	Has little if any citations and NO VARIATION of sources.

	SOURCES
	All sources are accurately documented in MLA format both parenthetically and in the works cited.  More than 7 sources used. 
	Sources accurately documented, but a few are not in desired format, OR listed correctly in works cited.  7 sources used.
	Many sources are documented, but some are NOT accurately formatted in text OR in works cited. TB is only non internet source.
	Some sources are not accurately documented either in text or in the works cited.  Less than 7, no TXB OR text is only non internet source
	Few if any sources are accurately documented and does not coincide with works cited.  
No non-internet sources used. 

	G, S, P
	Generally free from errors in grammar, spelling,  and punctuation 

	Minor errors in grammar, spelling and punctuation 
	Some errors, but demonstrates control in grammar, spelling,  and punctuation 
	An accumulation of errors in grammar, spelling, and punctuation.  
	Numerous errors in grammar, spelling and punctuation, that at times interferes with meaning.
